Seminarians Message 
 

 

Before everything, thank you for the invitation, I feel much honored 

 

My vocation to the priesthood began when I was 7 years old and helped as an altar server in a church near 

my paternal house; in addition I would attend catechism class every Sunday with Salesian’s fathers. The 

highest grade level I reached in catechesis was that of 17, and I always obtained the first place. 

 

My scholastic education was always in school of nuns, of the congregation of the Siervas de Jesus 

Sacramentado. In that time Religious man from the congregation of the Marists Brothers visit us to invite 

us his congregation, he would ask us questions about religion and who ever responded to him would 

receive books or stamps to him of the Virgin and the Saints, from him as gifts. This Religious man inspired 

me to my religious vocation. Later one I went on to prep school and finished my studies in the University 

of Guadalajara with the career of Architect. 

 

Before finishing my career it happened that a cousin invited me to participate in one youth movement 

called: Pascua Juvenil for Easter, although there was no longer space on the day of the event they allowed 

us to enter, I believe that this was the moment which God has chosen for my conversion. It was the most 

wonderful encounter than I have lived. Since then I joined Youth groups of my Parish, then I joined the 

youth Pastoral. These were years of intense work with the Youth. As I finishing my career in the University 

I decided to enter the Congregation of the Marists Brothers. Where I did my first votes with them study 

Sciences Religious and Pedagogy. 

 

After almost five years whit them I decided to leave the congregation and to work for the Government in 

the Electoral Federal Institute, later in the National Institute of Statistical, Geography and Informatics, as 

head of the department of Censuses. Later I began my own business working like Architect and as an 

owner of a travel agency, after some years I sold the Agency and a friend and I decided to open 99 cents 

stores we were much successful. 3 years later I came to the United States to test myself in the world of the 

Businesses. But God change my Plans. 

 

During the Sundays Masses in the Parish of St. Christopher the Priest would always invited those who had 

the restlessness of being Priests so that they may enter the seminary, because the Diocese was in need of 

priests. I would watch how nobody would raise their hand to say yes. One night of reflection I told myself 

Arturo if no one wants to be Priest you can. That same weekend I visited Fr. Eduardo Aguirre and 

immediately put me in contact with Sister Sara and took me to the Seminary. That same day I began the 

proceedings of entrance, but soon after I no longer had neither work nor money. Some of my good friends 

from the youth group helped me and I was able to finish my examinations. 

 

In August 9th of 2008 to 11:45 in the morning they called me of the Office of Vocations to tell me that 

Obispo Barnes had accepted, the news was the most wonderful that I have received then I understood that 

God was calling me to serve and that was now that the most important thing happening in my life. 

 

I must confess that from that day on, I am the happiest person on earth and I do not get tired to thanking 

God for having chosen me and I hope that in the future that my dream of becoming a Priest will becomes
